
 

 

 

 

Klondike Camping Resort Rules 
 

 

1. Owners responsibilities…………… Owners are responsible fro their family and 

guests actions and access to Klondike, (gate access). The owner is responsible for 

damage to Klondike property caused by a family member or guest. 

 

2. Road Courtesy…………….. The speed limit throughout the facility is 10 MPH. 

McSpadden Drive is one-way from April 15 until October 15. All other roads are two 

way. Use extreme caution. This speed limit includes ATV’s, motorcycles, golf carts, etc. 

All motor vehicles must be used responsibly. No parking is allowed on the roads at any 

time, including winter months. Use common area parking or your neighbor’s driveway 

with permission. 

 

3.  Quiet Hours…….11 PM until 8 AM, 7 days a week. 

 

4. Open Fires…….No bon fires or brush burning allowed. Use common sense for 

campfires. No un-attended fires. A working garden hose should be on hand at all times. 

During times of extreme dry weather, fires may be banned and a message will be posted 

on the entrance bulletin board. 

 

5. Trash……..No dumping of trash within the campground. Take it home with you 

or purchase an Otis Town Dump Permit. 

 

6. Holding Tank Dumping…….No dumping facility is available at Klondike. 

 

7. Clotheslines…….Only temporary collapsible lines are permitted. 

 

8. Pets…….Pets are to be on a leash at all times. Pets must not be left unattended 

while tied outdoors. Owners are responsible for their pet’s poop. Pooper scoopers are 

advised. Barking animals annoy people. Please respect your neighbor’s privacy. Pets are 

not allowed in the Clubhouse, at the pool or in the playground. Pets must be covered 

under owner’s liability insurance. 
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9. Clubhouse…….Keep it clean. Owners are responsible to ensure that their family 

and guests use the facility and keep it clean. Lights and heat are to be turned off 

when leaving. 

 

  

10. Pool Tables……..The children’s table is located on the 2
nd

 floor. An adult room 

with pool table is on the lower floor and access is controlled by a ciphered door. 

No one under 18 years old is allowed in this area. 

 

11. Exercise Room……Adults only. Purchase key in office. 

 

12. Swimming Pool……………. Follow all rules posted. 

No lifeguard is on duty. 

Children under 14 yrs. must have a responsible 

adult present. 

Gates to the area must be kept closed. 

Radios may be used with earphones. 

No glass items on pool deck. Use plastic. 

Non-toilet traned children must wear swim diapers. 

Diapers may be purchased at the office. 

For emergencies use pay phone located on the lower 

Clubhouse level, (911). 

 

13. CB Channel 12…..This channel is the Klondike communication channel. 

Courtesy hours are 8 AM until 10 PM. Except in emergencies. For immediate 

emergency attention locally, use 3 car horn blasts, wait a few seconds and repeat 

as necessary. 

 

14. Insurance….Owners are required  to maintain appropriate personal liability 

insurance for themselves and their guests. Proof of insurance must be provided 

upon request. 

 

15. Outside Contractors……Hours of operation are restricted to Mon.-Fri. between 

the hours of 8 AM and 5 PM. No work is allowed on Sat., Sun., or legal holidays. 

 

16. Site Leasing……..Site leasing requires standard Lease Form available in the 

office, (30 day minimum). Leasees are bound to all campground rules. 

 

17. Registered Vehicles……..All vehicles within the campground must be registered 

by the owners respective state motor vehicle agencies. 

 

18. 2nd
 Camping Units……Owners are required to submit a request for placing a 2

nd
 

camping unit to be used by family or friends, on their site. A 2
nd

 unit is only 

allowed for a period of 14 days per season. 
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19. Storage of 2
nd

 Camping Unit…….No storage of 2
nd

 units are allowed on 

individual sites. An area adjacent to the garage is available for storage of camping 

units for owners only. Storage Area Request Form must be filed with office. Units 

must have valid insurance and registration. Klondike is not  

responsible for stored units. Area is available on a first-come-first-served 

basis from April 15
th

 until October 15
th

 only. 

 

20. Sale of Sites and Campers…….Sites can be sold through the office, through our 

website, as advertised on our lower level Clubhouse bulletin board or by the 

owners themselves using their own means. It is the Seller’s responsibility to 

ensure that the buyer is given a Brown Book a copy of these Rules, and our 

Treasurer notified of the sale.

The forms must  

be filled out in its entirety and submitted at least 1 (one) month prior to  

planned construction start date. Construction cannot begin without preliminary  

approval sign-off. 

2) Obtain building permit from the Town of Otis. 

3) Building will be inspected as work progresses to insure compliance with 

dimensions and permit approved plans. 

4) Porch / room must be detachable from trailer. 

5) With the exception of a six inch roof overhang, the porch / room shall not exceed  

square footage of outside trailer dimensions, or 400 square feet maximum when  

measured at exterior dimensions. 

6) Only 1(one) porch or room is allowed per site. 

7) If room is purchased from a supplier. Enclose a copy of the plans. 

8) Upon completion of construction, notify office. Inspection of completed work  

MUST be done prior to final sign-off of construction, (Final approval). 

9) Porch / room longest dimension must run parallel to trailer length on the door side and 
extending a maximum width of 12 feet.

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Klondike Motorized Vehicle   

Conduct and Enforcement 
 
 

 Our Klondike roads are shared by many types of motorized vehicles. Over the 

years we have had no serious incidents or accidents but that’s not to say that our luck will 

hold out. Problems occur most often on holiday weekends when we are at capacity and 

with a high number of guests in attendance. We have reviewed all issues regarding these 

vehicles from registration, inspection and identification, to banning ATVs and golf carts 

from our roads. During the past several years we have received either in writing or 

verbally, complaints and/or suggestions regarding the use of these vehicles on Klondike 

roads. It is important to note that the Directors take these issues very seriously. 

Reminding ourselves in all cases, that no matter how we address these issues, 

enforcement of what we decide is key to all rules regarding these vehicles. Common 

sense use of these vehicles is an easy statement to make but in reality is not practiced by 

children and adults each time they drive on our roads.  

 

As Klondike owners we are all legally bound by our Brown Book’s by-laws, rules 

and regulations. As in most legal documents, there are interpretation issues within this 

document. However, we on occasion, have had to bring legal action against owners who 

have violated  Brown Book regulations. In all cases, our Brown Book has held up in 

court. 

Klondike has changed in the last 10 years. The average age of owners has 

dramatically been reduced. There are many more kids using our facilities and traveling 

our roads. Most of us agree that this is a positive thing. However, the vehicle problems 

we have are not unique to our children, grandchildren and guest’s children. Our adults 

and guest adults at times present problems too. 

 

We will never have a police force here to enforce safe driving. Enforcement of 

our rules is strictly up to the individual owner. YOU, the site owner, is responsible for 

your actions and your guest’s actions We have and will continue to HOLD OWNERS 

RESPONSIBLE FOR THE ACTIONS OF THEIR FAMILY AND GUESTS. This 

includes the conduct of vehicular traffic within Klondike. 

 

Safe and reasonable use of all vehicles on our roads is essential. 

 

Before you or your guests get in your golf cart or ATV, think about safe and 

reasonable travel. Remind your guests of this fact.  

 

The vehicular traffic situation will continually be monitored and rules adjusted as 

necessary. The alternative to this middle-of-the-road approach could be to ban ATVs, 

prohibit children of a certain age to drive golf carts or other similar drastic responses. We 

don’t at his time think that this is necessary.

4.  Enclosures are not meant to be used as storage areas or garages and no 

plumbing will be permitted.   
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
